The emotion of meeting a stranded dolphin
during our daily turtle monitoring walk....

With our backpack and bucket, Ale
and | set off into the darkness in
search of the telltale signs of a tur-
tle nest. It was a morning like any
other. The slow progress of dawn made
concentrating on tracks in the sand a
little easier. By 7 o'clock the sky
was bright and blue. It was then we
spotted an unusual shape at the top of
the beach. It was a dark, grey shape.
Then we noticed the flipper under-
neath. Could this be a dolphin?
got closer we identified it as a bot-
tlenose dolphin, 2.20 m in length.
Thankfully it was not dead, but it was
stranded with an injured flipper and
various wounds on its surface. We knew
we needed to act quickly and deci-
sively to save this beautiful crea-
ture.

His eye opened to look at us. He
looked desperate and he gave out a
terrified high pitched whistle. Our
bucket was used to fetch sea water to
cover his drying skin. We tried to
push him towards the sea but with low
tide the shoreline lay about 80 meters
away. With only two of us we knew we
would fail.

Modern technology helped out; re-
inforcements from the resort were dis-
patched via a telephone call to Pipap
(our turtle colleague). But would they
arrive in time? We continued to care

“—for this dolphin as best we could by
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keeping his skin moist with sea water.
Then we had some luck in the shape of
a fishing boat and two fishermen who
happened to be passing by. Our signal
to them resulted in them turning their
boat back and coming onshore to see
what the problem was.

On seeing the stranded dolphin we

As we

felt that the fishermen still did not
see that there was a problem, but
these souls helped the strange
“farang” anyway. The four of us, car-
ried the dolphin the 80 meters down to
the water. While we were happy and the
dolphin made noises suggesting he was
happy too, he seemed unable to prise
himself away from the beach. Whenever
we led him away towards the open sea,
he returned to the beach. He seemed
disorientated and lacking in his sonar
abilities. While continuing to encour-

age the dolphin towards the sea, the
Golden Buddha Beach staff reinforce-
ment, led by Zac, arrived in the jeep.

They immediately understood the
seriousness of the situation and with
enthusiasm and determination set about
assisting the beast further into the
ocean. The fishermen who had origi-
nally helped had, by this time, re-
turned to the sea but fortunately the
Golden Buddha beach resort staff was
able to contact another boat. This was
our best chance to get our stranded
friend back into the sea. By this
time, the dolphin was emitting gentle
whistling sounds, almost as if he un-
derstood and agreed with our plan. The
boat arrived far enough out in the
open sea and with some trepidation we
let the creature go. At first it
looked as if he was again heading back
to the shore. We all held our breath....

To our great relief, at the last mo-
ment he changed direction and swam out
into the open sea.

The emotions we felt at that time
are indescribable, but for sure we
will not forget this amazing and mov-
ing experience.
